	VISA REQUIREMENTS FOR EXCHANGE STUDENTS

	International students are required to obtain D-2 student visa from the embassy or the consulate of the Republic of Korea in order to stay in Korea for more than 90 days. 
Students need the following documents to file for a student visa:

(1) Certificate of admission (Issued by HGU)

(2) Invitation letter (Issued by HGU)

(3) Tuition exemption letter (Issued by HGU)

(4) Visa application (The application form is available at http://www.hikorea.go.kr.)

(5) Valid Passport

(6) Bank statement  (A minimum of 2,500 USD for living expenses including housing fee) 
(7) Two portrait photos (3.5 cm x 4.5 cm) (Taken within 6 months with bright-color background)

(8) For Chinese national: Census of registry

(9) Visa processing fee (Single entry visa: 50 USD, Multiple entry visa: 80 USD)

※ Students who wish to travel outside of Korea during the exchange program may want to obtain multiple entry D-2 visa. They need to specify that they want multiple entry visa; otherwise, single entry visa will be issued.

• At HGU professors closely interact with each and every student. Even the president prizes close contact with the students. Such an educational model requires a certain kind of visionary faculty. Their Ph.D. or the highest degrees come from some of the best schools in the world including Harvard, UCLA, UC Berkeley, and MIT. They are dedicated to training high skilled professionals and thinkers in all areas of life. 

• Our faculty are globally-minded and cross-cultural in both experience and spirit. They come from all over the world. English speaking and teaching abilities are prerequisites to working at HGU.

• At Handong, faculty not only teach, but they sponsor departmental professional organizations, clubs, study groups, trips abroad, and lead student leadership development teams. Less formally, professors perform in campus concerts, throw BBQs, invite students to their homes for dinner, and participate in overnight fellowships. Unlike most campuses in Korea, Handong promotes close relationship between professors and students. Students know that professors are available for students even outside the usual office hour. Also, all classes are taught by professors, not by graduate students or ancillary staff.

Exceptional Students

• Among all high school graduates who have taken the National Achievement Exam, only the 5~8% students are considered for admission to the university. The Korea Ministry of Education accredits all colleges and universities in South Korea and controls the admission criteria for all schools to create a balanced and equitable enrollment process. Through the interview process, however, we select students who exhibit enthusiasm, moral convictions, personal sense of integrity, and eagerness to learn and serve others. Such students create a campus environment that is vibrant, dynamic, and very distinct from other national schools and school cultures.
