3. The coming students may apply for a Resident Visa at an overseas mission of the Republic of China for visa issue if you plan to stay for one year.  A tourist visa will be acceptable for those planning to study a semester/or six months at SJU.  All the necessary assistance on applying appropriate visa will be provided by SIE staff during your study at SJU. 
Note: Student visa can be applied in their home country while receiving an acceptance letter from SJU.   Resident visa can be applied upon arrival for those entering Taiwan with a 60-day visiting visa.
