	Cross Cultural Understanding (CCU)
	This course explores numerous questions and analyses cultural similarities and differences with regards to Eastern [such as Indonesian] and Western [such as American and British] cultures. Recognizing that each society has its own beliefs, attitudes, customs, behaviours, and social structures, students are able to understand that people have a sense of identity, standards by which to live, and goals to strive for; that the term “culture” has many different meanings, referring to the patterns of belief and behaviour common to a particular group of people [such as the reasons why English people think and behave the ways they do].

	Drama
	Drama course is designed as an experiential learning class to facilitate students to understand the elements of drama script, the technique of play directing, and the organization of a play production (which thus prepares students for a play performance the following semesters). In this course, students read, analyze, and interpret three drama scripts from three eras, namely ancient Greek drama, medieval British drama, and British /American modern drama. Students also write a short script, propose a drama program for children, and perform it at the end of the semester. Students are advised to involve in a play production or to attend at least at one play performance outside the class. Course requires Introduction to Literature Course. 2 credits: 12 lecture hours, 2 lab hours.

	Play Performance
	The aim of this course is to increase the confidence and fluency of English language students through the use of drama, role playing, and play performance. This course will also be good for students as teacher candidates who wish to use this technique in their own teaching later on. To accommodate the process, the first few weeks of the course will focus on the fundamentals of theatre: including script interpretation, the language of acting (body movement, gestures, voice, tones), character development, and the technicalities of production.

There will be some discussion, improvisation and acting games at the beginning of the semester. These are necessary to provide chances for students to practice as well as to give a more realistic drama ‘atmosphere’. Afterwards there will be some more details of drama preparation and performance techniques, such as make up, costumes, properties, settings, lighting, music, etc.

The remaining portion of the course will be in preparation of performing scenes for an audience. Students will not only be actors/actresses, but also provide technical support, for examples as directors, designers, and to work on lighting, sound system, costumes and setting design. 

The final performance (on some nights) will be a production of assorted 45 minute scenes from different plays/stories put on by each student group. This performance will be open to other students of Sanata Dharma University and to the public.

	Service Program Design
	This course aims to introduce entrepreneurship to students. They are trained to be independent and responsible people. The students learn how to design a training service program, to offer the program to institutions/companies and to implement the program.

	Language Teaching Media 
	This course aims at developing students’ ability to creatively and innovatively develop and utilize varieties of media to facilitate language teaching. In the initial process of learning, students are to explore knowledge of the concepts, nature or characteristics, and purposes of media in general and media for language teaching.  Having sufficient theoretical foundation, students are expected to creatively and innovatively develop media for language teaching in the following categories: conventional media, word processor, digital audio production, digital video production, and some internet facilities for learning.

Department of Indonesian Language and Literature Education

	Sociolinguistics
	Sociolinguistics or sociology of language provides students views of language study in relation to its social functions and variations of languages as they are used in society.  This is the subsequent course of  general linguistics. Through this course students are expected to understand various functions of languages, analyze various forms of language variations as a result of the use of the language in society, analyze language situation of Indonesian language, evaluate national language policy, and arouse positive attitude toward their implications.

	Cross –Cultural Understanding
	The cross-cultural understanding course is meant to provide students with various concepts and experiences  in connection with cultural differences between Indonesian and other countries which might be useful in the teaching of Indonesian language for foreigners (BIPA). After joining the course, students are expected to have good understanding on cultural diversities, especially the culture of foreigners, by identifying the relationship between language and culture, cultural aspects, problems of acculturation and culture-shock, and the strategy of cultural learning.

	Pragmatics
	Pragmatics concerns with the study of the use of language in relation to contexts. The scope of pragmatic study includes (a) presupposition, (b) implicature, (c) speech acts, (d) deixis, and (e) cooperative principles. In addition, pragmatics also concerns with the study of politeness and impoliteness phenomena in languages with their interrelated problems such as politeness definitions, politeness  maxims, politeness markers, politeness scales, power impositions, etc. After joining the course, students are expected to have good knowledge on pragmatics theories, implement them in real use of language, analyze language issues by applying pragmatic theories, and have positive attitude so that they will be polite in using the language.

Department of Primary Teacher Education

	Traditional Stories in Children’s Literacy
	This unit consists of an in-depth examination of a range of traditional children’s stories. Readings will be taken from children’s literature from various places in Indonesia. The role of the local stories in developing children’s literacy will be examined.

Upon successful completion of this unit students should be able to understand, identify and discuss the educational and philosophical issues of the stories that impact the practice of teaching in elementary school setting and influence the development of children. Students are also expected to demonstrate an appreciation for and understanding of the diversity of Indonesian culture.

	Children’s Traditional Play


	This course comprises of understanding kinds of traditional play from various provinces in Indonesia. It will discuss the historical and cultural values of the play. Furthermore, it will examine the benefit of traditional play in psychological and pedagogical aspects for children. This course also covers in-class and out-class sessions. During out-class sessions, student will implement a socio-cultural framework to observe, assess, and document experiences of children engaging in traditional play in elementary school setting. In addition, student should confidently be able to assess, plan, prepare and implement experiences utilizing traditional play with children.
As a result of participating in this unit students will gain opportunities to develop their knowledge, understanding and skills of employing traditional play in education.

	Micro Teaching
	This course aims to provide students as prospective teachers with basic skills of teaching limited by applying the specific approach or model of learning. Considering the aim of this course, there are seven basic competences that should be mastered by students. The first competence is that students understand the characteristics of the efficient and effective learning. The second competence is that students comprehend the basic skills of teaching. The third competence is that students are able to perform the skills to open and close the lesson. The fourth competence is that students are able to perform the skills of explaining and varying stimulus. The fifth competence is that students are able to perform the questioning skills and to provide reinforcement. The sixth competence is that students are able to apply the integrated basic skills of teaching. The last competence is that students are able to apply the integrated basic skills of teaching based on an approach/model of learning which is appropriate with the characteristics of the field of study.

	Nutraceuticals
	The purpose of this course is to explore human health problems related to the lack of consuming nutritional foods, changes of life style, changes of working pattern, changes of eating pattern, changes of environment, and many other factors. Also to find the ways how the problems can be solved by using nutraceutical products as complementary foods and to know how these kinds of food are produced, marketed, and regulated. The learning process is conducted by providing a lot of cases and asking students to do simple researches in relation to the using of nutraceutical products by various groups of consumer : 1) Balita group (under 5 years old), 2) Remaja group (6 – 16 years), 3) Dewasa Muda group (17 – 40 years), 4) Dewasa Penuh (40 – 60 years) , and 4) Lansia group (above 60 years old). The result of the research should be presented and discussed in front of the class.
